Artic meltdown
With the latest wave of environmental alarmism it is important to take the following information into account: Greenland and Iceland have been cooling over the past few decades (2.2C per decade); sea levels are actually falling; and ice is accumulating while temperatures fall in Antarctica. Further, we are near the end of an interglacial warming period and on the verge of entering the next 100,000 year Ice Age. In the ongoing cycle of Earth naturally cooling and warming, global temperatures are at historical lows reached only previously in the Carboniferous Period. As geologist Hugh Abercrombie of Calgary notes, for more than 90% of Earth’s history, temperatures have been much warmer than they are now (22C on average versus 12C now). The real issue is not why the Earth is warming, but rather, why is the Earth as cold as it is now.

So enough of this apocalyptic extremism posing as environmental science. Humanity has suffered enough terrorizing based on highly questionable linkages between CO2 and atmospheric temperature. Similar to temperature, CO2 concentrations are also at historical lows- 370 ppm (parts per million) - experienced only once before in the Carboniferous Period. During the Late Ordovician Period, CO2 concentrations were 12 times higher than today at 4400 ppm and global temperatures were no warmer than today. Our atmosphere at present is “CO2 impoverished”.
